Motion to approve Resolution No. 18-02-01 by Ross, seconded by Lites. Motion carried unanimously, 4-0. 
B. Discussion of Proposition 68
Miller provided information to the Board on Proposition 68 which will be on the general election ballot in June of this year. He noted that passage could result in the District receiving up to $200,000 in funding.  
C. Review and comment on design options for Cresta Park  
Miller reviewed concept designs for Cresta Park. He noted staff’s preference for the second option minus the fitness trail. He noted that funding was available with a budget amendment to proceed with planning work. The Board directed miller to proceed with planning.
