Vice Chair Andrews called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. and announced a quorum.

C. Agenda Approval-Miller suggested flipping old and new business so the consultant on hand for the public hearing would not have to wait through the Cresta design discussion. 
II. PUBLIC REQUEST TO ADDRESS THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Any matter that requires action by the Board will be referred to the staff for action or staff will be asked to report back to the Board at a subsequent meeting. Comments pertaining to scheduled agenda items will be heard when that item is discussed by the Board. Comments are limited to three minutes per person unless further time is granted by the presiding officer. 
Dennis Webb addressed the Board and requested that the District investigate installing a cell tower due to the poor cell service in the District. 

Joyce Williams addressed the Board with her concerns about the planning process for the improvements at Cresta.

Motion to approve the consent agenda as presented by Lites, seconded by Ross. Motion carried unanimously 4-0. 
IV. OLD BUSINESS

A. Discussion and update on the Cresta Park improvement project
Miller reviewed the design process and outlined the major issues that the Board hoped to address with the Cresta improvements. Those issues included providing proper ADA access to the park and its features, providing shade for the picnic area, providing more restroom access during heavy park use times, and improving the function and aesthetics of the area around the restroom and playground area. 

Miller also noted the input that was received from residents at the public meeting held on June 13th. Included was the desire for more lighting, to preserve the large tree that was proposed for removal, and to not take away the basketball court. 
After discussion, the Board directed Miller to have the landscape architect modify the plan to include more area lighting and to add a half-court basketball court to the design. There was consensus from the board that the tree that was recommended for removal should be removed. 
V. NEW BUSINESS
A. Public Hearing to hear any objections and receive any protests to the Engineer’s Report for the Arden Park Benefit Assessment District for the Fiscal Year 2018-2019 and to hear any objections and receive any protests to the levying and collecting of assessments within the Arden Park Benefit Assessment District for the Fiscal Year 2018-2019. 

Defanti opened the Public Hearing at 7:38 p.m. No objections were given from the member of the public present. The Public Hearing was closed at 7:40 p.m.
B. Consideration and possible action to approve Resolution No. 18-06-05, approving the Engineer’s Report, confirming diagram and assessment and ordering the continuation of the levy of the assessment for fiscal year 2018-2019 for the Arden Park Benefit Assessment District
Motion to approve resolution No. 18-06-05 by Lites, seconded by Ross. Motion carried unanimously 4-0. 
C. Consideration and possible action to approve Resolution No. 18-06-06, Approving and Adopting the Preliminary Budget for the General Fund 334 for the Fiscal Year 2018-2019.  

Miller briefly reviewed the proposed budgets noting that there were not any substantial changes to the operating budgets. He noted the inclusion of the Cresta Renovation Project and the purchase of a new truck and office fixtures for the Community Center. 
Motion to approve Resolution No. 18-06-06 by Lites, seconded by Ross. Motion carried unanimously 4-0. 

D. Consideration and possible action to approve Resolution No. 18-06-07, Approving and Adopting the Preliminary Budget for the Benefit Assessment District Fund 397A for the Fiscal Year 2018-2019. 
Motion to approve Resolution No. 18-06-07 by Lites, seconded by Ross. Motion carried unanimously, 4-0.
